1. Project Co-ordinator.  Who is the person responsible for the conduct and administration of the project?  Please supply the following details: Name; Position Title; Organisation; Address; Telephone; Fax; E-mail

2. Person/Organisation applying for the research grant. What is the name of the entity to which grant monies would be paid? For organisations please include Australian Company Number or business registration number.  Attach a copy of certificate of incorporation or registration. Please provide the name and contact details of the person who will sign the research funding agreement. If more than one organisation or individual is applying for the grant (ie it is a joint application with two or more parties involved) please provide details of all organisations/individuals.

3. Title.  What is the formal title of this research proposal?

4. Duration of the research project (Maximum duration of funding is 3 years).  What is the duration of the proposed project?

5. DDB Research Priorities.  The DDB research priorities are listed in the DDB Research Grants Application Guidelines 2009. How do the proposed outcomes of the project relate to the objectives of the DDB?

6. Justification.  Why should this project be funded?

7. Literature Search (Maximum of 3 pages including references). Outline relevant literature and/or related work done in the nominated area.  This is to assess your familiarity with any previous work completed in this area.

8. Overall goal of your research project.  Provide a general statement of what the research project seeks to achieve.

9. Objectives. List the objectives of the project in point form.  Provide a statement of the shorter-term objectives or steps towards achieving the project’s goal.

10. Project design/methodology (Maximum of 7 pages).  This is the most important section. It will give the assessors an understanding of the validity and feasibility of the project design, methodology and implementation.

11. Outcomes. What are the proposed outcomes of the project?

12. How will the progress of the project be evaluated?  What measures/key performance indicators (KPI’s) of progress will be employed?  The schedule of progress reports (refer Part 2 Budget details) requires that KPI’s are satisfactorily addressed prior to the next stage payment.
13. Preliminary work. Briefly describe any preliminary work you have done on this project.

14. Commencement date. What is the proposed commencement date?  If not known please estimate the time required from signing of a funding agreement to the commencement of the project.
15. Investigator qualifications and experience. Please provide the names, roles, responsibilities, qualifications and relevant experience for all proposed project team members, including the Project Co-ordinator. Attach Curriculum Vitae for each team member (Please limit each CV to a maximum of 3 pages and include publications from the past 5 years only).

16. Previous DDB Research Grants. Has any member of the proposed project team, including the Project Co-ordinator, previously received a DDB grant?
17. Project Coordinator Referee. Nominate one referee familiar with the work of the Project Co-ordinator.  Provide the following details: Name; Position; Organisation; Address; Telephone; Fax; E-mail.  NB. The DDB may, at its discretion, ask the nominated person for a reference.

18. Advisory or Reference Group. Will an advisory or reference group be established for this project?  If yes, briefly describe what you consider this group’s role to be and provide membership details, including job titles, organisations and names, if known at this stage.

19. Will the project require access to workplaces? If yes, has permission been negotiated for such access? Provide details.

20. Will any employer groups or unions be involved in this project?  If yes, please provide details.

21. Ethics Approval. Does your project require Ethics or other regulatory body approval?  Evidence of Research Ethics Committee, Institutional Biosafety Committee or other regulatory body approvals, as appropriate to the research being conducted, must be forwarded to the DDB upon their receipt.  The offer of funding may be withdrawn if the appropriate approvals/licences are not received 6 months from the date of the Research funding agreement.
22. Publication. Please provide a plan of how you believe the project results will be published/disseminated, either by the Grantee, the DDB or other organisation.
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
